Specifically, the proposed rules update administrative code to reflect statutory changes and changes in practice in the 

implementation and administration of the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program. 

 The hearing site is fully accessible to people with disabilities. Those who cannot attend the public hearing 

may provide written comments.
